SENSORY IMAGE

Yesterday, you read through diary entries from women who traveled west. We have also discussed what Native Americans experienced during white westward expansion. Put yourself in EITHER a Native American’s OR woman’s shoes. What might they be feeling, thinking, seeing, doing? 
Step 1: choose either to embody a Native American or a woman in the west. 
Step 2: answer the questions below as if you were that person. Empathize with that person and their successes and hardships! Pay attention to their senses!
Step 3: after you’ve brainstormed, transform those thoughts into one to two sentences that you will include in your sensory image. 
( you can either use the sensory image model that I gave you, or you can draw your own. If you draw your own, make sure to include all of the thought bubbles about this person’s experiences.

What are the burdens that this person must carry?
	

	HEART
What are things that are most important to this person?
	

	STOMACH
What do they hunger for? What are they seeking to know?
	

	HANDS
What ideas does this person embrace? What ideas does this person push away?
	

	FEET
What principles does this person stand on? What are the foundations of his fight/ideals?
